“We try to have something special going on at every Market,” says Market Coordinator, Leanne Duerden, “whether it’s live music, food demonstrations or something a bit different.  Dianne is well known for her fantastic cakes that are not only favourites locally but are also shipped from Kirkby Stephen across the world, especially at Christmas time.”

At the August Market, Dianne will be demonstrating ideas of how to make quick desserts using her cakes.
“People don’t necessarily want a hot pudding at this time of year but something sweet is still welcome to end a meal,” says Dianne.
There is also an unusual guest stall at this month’s Market.  Local resident, David Copelow is planning to take visitors up in his helicopter throughout the morning and early afternoon for a brief view of the village and Market from the air.

“David kindly donated his time and helicopter a couple of years ago,” says Reverend Beverley Lock, “and we’re inviting visitors to make a donation of at least £25 for each flight as a fundraiser.  Several flights have already been reserved but there are still plenty of gaps to pay on the day. The money raised will go to help the four churches in the High Westmorland area and also into Market funds for future guest demonstrators and entertainers.”

The Market at Orton opens at 9.30am until about 2pm and there are refreshments available in the Market Hall, at the regular coffee morning in Church, at The George (now under new management) and at Kennedy’s Fine Chocolates.
