“Being so close to the M6 motorway makes the Orton market very accessible even in the winter weather,” says Market Manager, Leanne Duerden, “and a lot of the stallholders for January will be under cover in the Market Hall too. January is traditionally one of the quieter markets of the year so many of our producers are tempting shoppers with special offers.”

These include reductions on Stoneyhead bacon as well as several offers on frozen meat, poultry and puddings.  
“There should be no problems getting frozen produce home at the moment,” says Leanne, “and we’ll have half price frozen sausage from Kitridding Farm, special prices on frozen poultry from David Knipe, 10% off frozen cuts of Dexter beef from Deer ‘n’ Dexter and £1 off all frozen puddings from The Pudding Room.”

For those wanting to wrap up and keep warm, the bargain basket of woollen and wooden goodies from Tinker Tailors may be just the thing too.

“For anyone wanting to combine a trip out with some food shopping and support for local food producers, Saturday’s market should be a grand day out,” says Leanne.  “And the surrounding fells are looking fantastic so don’t forget to bring a camera!”

Orton Farmers’ Market opens at 9.30am and runs until 2pm on Saturday 9 January.  Refreshments are available throughout the day in the Market Hall, at All Saints’ Church and also at Kennedy’s Chocolates café and The George Hotel.
